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1. GENERAL
If you receive a visit, from an authorised officer of your local authority, being the Market Surveillance Authority (MSA) for
construction products in your area, in exercise of the powers conferred on the authorised officer by Regulation 12(3) of the
European Union (Construction Products) Regulations 2013, the information outlined in Table 1 below can be requested for
inspection, having regard to the responsibility you have under the Construction Products Regulation No. (EU) 305/2011.

2. TIME FOR COMPLIANCE

The information sought should be readily available onsite. EN 14351-1:2006+A1:2010 is in full effect since 01/12/2010 and CE
Marking of construction products is mandatory across the EU since 1 July 2013.

3. TAKE NOTICE

In the event that the required documentation is not present onsite, you may make representations in writing to the MSA within
14 days of the site inspection or request for information. The MSA may, having considered any such representations, amend
the terms of this request for information or confirm or revoke the request for information.

4. TAKE FURTHER NOTICE

If you do not comply with the terms of a request for information within the period aforesaid or, the documentation submitted/
made available on the date of visit, is not in compliance with the Construction Products Regulation - ‘CPR’, the MSA may take
such steps as it considers reasonable and necessary to secure compliance with the request for information under the CPR up
to and including prosecution through the Courts.

5. WARNING
A person guilty of an offence under the European Union (Construction Products) Regulations 2013 is liable: -

(@ on summary conviction to a fine up to €5,000 or to a term of imprisonment up to 3 months or to both; or
(b) on conviction on indictment to a fine up to €500,000 or to a term of imprisonment up to 12 months or to both.
